An overflowing bin happens when trash and recyclables extend above the rim, keeping the lid from closing all the way and
causing items to spill onto the ground or end up on top of a closed bin. An open bin also exposes its contents to flies and ver-
min. Here's a guide to managing your waste so your bins are safe and ready to collect.

USE THE RIGHT NUMBER AND SIZE OF BINS

Make sure you have enough bins to accommodate the amount of
trash, recyclables and organic waste for your property.* Helpful
example: if you currently fill three 95-gallon black trash cans,
make sure you end up with three 95-gallon gray trash cans to
prevent overflow and contamination.

Reminder: Every property must have at least one trash,
blue recycling and green organic waste recycling bin.
